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THE PROGRAMME OF THE ENTRANCE EXAM
FOR THE MASTER’S DEGREE IN JOURNALISM

The purpose of the entrance exam is to test the entrance knowledge and skills for the
effective mastering of the Basic educational programme in Journalism Master's degree. During
the exam the applicant must demonstrate professional competencies corresponding to the
Bachelor's program in the field of Journalism:

* know the basic principles of media systems, the specifics of various types of media, the
peculiarities of national media models and the realities of the functioning of Russian media, be
aware of the most important innovative practices in the field of mass media;

* understand the essence of the social, informational, and creative aspects of the
profession;

« know the basic characteristics of profession and understand its social roles;

* navigate the main stages and processes of the development of Russian journalism;

* navigate the main stages and processes of development of international journalism;

» analyze the social structure of modern society; navigate in various spheres of society,
which are the object of media coverage;

* understand legal norms of media regulation;

» follow the main Russian and international norms on journalistic ethics;

* know the methods of audience metrics; understand the social meaning of public
participation in media;

« understand the economic regulators of media institutions;

» know the basic principles of organizational structure of the editorial, the functions of
employees for various job statuses;

* know the basics of media management;

* follow the principles of the journalist’s work with sources of information, its search,
selection, verification and analysis; understand the possibilities of electronic databases and big
data;

* navigate the most common formats of print periodicals, television radio, and online-
media, modern genres and style specifics for various kinds of media texts, the features of news
journalism and the specifics of other fields of journalism (analytical, investigative, features, etc.);

* understand and master multimedia methods and technologies of media production
(verbal, audio, video, graphics, and animation);

* understand the basics of public relations and advertising.

The examination includes questions that reflect the main sections of the basic
professional disciplines.

Foreign journalism

Formation and development of journalism in Western Europe (France, Germany,
England) and the United States in the XVII-XVIII centuries. English, French, American press
freedom concepts. Formation and development of news agencies (Havas, Reuters, Wolf). The
emergence of a mass newspaper as a new type of periodical at the end of the 19th century.
Development of radio broadcasting and television in Western Europe and the USA. The largest
information groups in Western Europe and the USA since the 1980s until now. The system of
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mass media in developed countries (on the example of the USA, Great Britain, Germany,
France) at the present stage. Development of new information technologies, their influence on
media functioning.

Journalism theory

Basic concepts of the theory of journalism. Social mission of journalism. Domestic and
foreign approaches to the classification of the journalism functions. Social, economic, legal and
ethical factors of freedom of journalistic activity in modern society. Information policy in the
field of mass media. Mass audience: basic characteristics. The role of the audience in shaping the
content of modern mass media. Methods for assessing the effectiveness of journalistic activities
in the XXI century. The specifics of the journalistic profession, the conditions for the formation
of the professional journalistic culture in modern society.

Media systems

The concepts of media system, media, mass media, mass communication. Factors of
development and functioning of national media systems. The main approaches to the study of
national media systems. media system. Television as part of the modern media system in Russia.
Radio as part of the modern Russian media system. Periodicals as part of the modern media
system in Russia. Online media as part of the modern Russian media system. News agencies as
part of the modern media system in Russia.

Basics of journalism

Modern professional competencies of a journalist. Professional values and responsibility
of a journalist. Professional journalistic organizations and communities. News as a basic model
of the journalistic text. Criteria for the relevance of the news text. Principles of content and
structure of news. Inverted pyramid principle. Types of news. Types of information sources.
Problems of access to information. Methods of collecting information (interviews, observation,
analysis of documents). Information verification rules. Ethics of working with sources. The main
genres of journalism. Information agenda concept.

Media law

Sources of media legislation. Constitutional norms on freedom of speech. Law of the
Russian Federation ‘On the Mass Media’ (1991). Protection of honor, dignity and business
reputation. Analysis of the content of article 152 of the Civil Code of the Russian Federation.
Rights and obligations of a journalist under the Law of the Russian Federation ‘On the Mass
Media’. Objects of copyright. Analysis of the content of article 1259 of the Civil Code of the
Russian Federation.

Professional journalistic ethics

Essence and functions of journalistic ethics. International principles of journalistic ethics.
Cardinal professional ethical principles of journalism: freedom of speech and media; public
importance of information; the accuracy of the information; obtaining information by legal
means; minimization of harm to sources, heroes; journalism as a public good. Ethical rules and
norms as the basis for the professional conduct of a journalist.

Media economics

Media industry in the modern economy. Media as an entertainment industry. The main
trends in the development of the modern media industry. Demand in the dual media market.
Commodification of content and media audience. Media market globalization. The main
components of a business model in the media market. Types of concentration in the media
industry. Forms of media ownership. Media as advertising platforms. Methods for measuring
media audiences.



Sociology of journalism

Areas of sociological research of mass media: study of the audience, media texts,
editorial activities, and journalists, analysis of the effects of journalistic activities. Procedure and
organization of sociological research in the field of journalism and mass communication.
Sociological methods of studying the media. Qualitative and quantitative methods of
sociological research. Survey, content analysis, study of documents, focus group. Mediametry as
an area of audience measurement: specificity of research in the XXI century, main indicators,
leading domestic and foreign research centers.

Advertising and public relations

Advertising as a form of mass communication. The main functions of advertising.
Advertising in the press, radio, television. Internet advertising. The main genres of advertising.
Political and social advertising. Legal and ethical regulation of advertising. Basic elements of
media planning. Organization of advertising agency activities. Advertising process and its
participants. Target audience as an advertising category. Advertising campaign and stages of its
implementation. Evaluation of advertising effectiveness. Public relations in modern society.
Institutions for interaction with the media (press services, press centers, press bureaus, press
attaches).

Organization and methodology of the entrance exam
The exam is conducted in a written form.
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
